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Gardiner Foundation/FRRR: Working in Dairy Communities
Guidelines 2012
Investing in the communities that make up the dairy industry is critical to the sustainability of dairy farming in Victoria.  The Geoffrey Gardiner Dairy Foundation is committed to strengthening dairy communities. In 2012, the Gardiner Foundation has again contracted FRRR to deliver its Small Grants Program to fund worthwhile projects in Victorian dairy communities.

The Gardiner Foundation will make available to FRRR up to a total of $110,000 to fund $5,000 grants for innovative, community-driven projects. The aim of these grants is to strengthen small Victorian dairy communities, help build their capacity to deal with local issues, and enhance existing community infrastructure.

Program Guidelines:
· Applications from communities with a population of 5,000 or less will receive priority and must be in a recognised Victorian dairy area such as Gippsland, South Western or Northern Victoria.
· Grants will be made in amounts of up to $5,000.

· Priority will be given to projects that assist in strengthening of small rural communities, building their capacity to deal with local issues, or enhancing of existing community infrastructure.

· Applicants should be not-for-profit community organisations, and must have an ABN.

What can be funded?
Projects and activities that offer clear community benefit for dairying towns in Victoria, and:
· are community driven

· show creativity and innovation in addressing the issue
· have clearly defined objectives and timeframes
· where possible, include a financial and/or in-kind co-contribution.

What can’t be funded?
The encouragement or advancement of sport or recreation or social activities are not considered a charitable activity by the Australian Taxation Office.  Applications from sporting organisations need to benefit the wider community and should clearly indicate which other local organisations are involved.
